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British Army Demonstration Area 

KRULAKS 'THREE BLOCK WAR' IN THE 
21ST CENTURY
The theme for this year’s British Army Export
Support Team’s demonstration area at DSEi
considers the UKs ‘Comprehensive Approach
to Operations’ and will use General Krulak’s
‘Three Block War’ concept as a vehicle for
the demonstration. General Krulak, who was
Commandant of the US Marine Corps
between 1995 and 1999, coined this phrase to
illustrate the complex spectrum of
challenges faced by soldiers in many of
today’s operations. 

The concept identified that soldiers may be
required to conduct high intensity operations
and humanitarian relief all within the space
of three contiguous city blocks and maintains
that modern militaries must be trained to
operate in all three environments
simultaneously. This belief evolved out of
operations conducted throughout the 90s
including the first Gulf War, Somalia and the
Balkan conflicts.  

The British Armed Forces have
successfully deployed the ‘Comprehensive
Approach to Operations’ into both training
doctrine and on operations around the world
including recent campaigns in Sierra Leone, 

the Balkans, Afghanistan and Iraq as well as
tasks in direct support to the United Nations
and overseas disaster relief. 

The 2009 British Army Export Support
Team’s demonstration area at DSEi will
utilise four quadrants and showcase some of
the British equipment involved. The
quadrants look at High Intensity Operations,
Securing the Environment, Peace Support
Operations and Humanitarian Operations.
The equipment demonstrated covers a broad
spectrum from observation and surveillance
kit, patrol vehicles, UAVs, bomb disposal and
decontamination equipment and
communications systems through to water
purification products and associated life
support and infrastructure equipment.

Demonstrations will take place on 
stand 2011 in the North Hall twice a day
at 10.00 and 14.00 and will last around
20 minutes.

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Admissions Policy

GENERAL
• Admission is restricted to professional and

business visitors who have been invited.

• Visitors should be engaged in legitimate
areas of the defense industry; the armed
forces, the government, equipment
procurement organisations, defense
contractors, specifies, operators/end-
users, defense colleges and research
establishments.

• All stand personnel, visitors, guests, stand
contractors and services acknowledge that
only the Organiser’s official admission
badge, worn by the person named on it,
will permit admission (as the Organiser’s
licensee) into ExCeL/DSEi 2009. The badge
remains the property of the Organiser and
has a notional value of 0.01p.

• No person named on the badge or the
company, firm or business, which that
person represents, may permit the badge
to be worn by another person. The wearing
of a badge under these circumstances will
constitute appropriation, an automatic
termination of such license and will be
sufficient grounds for the unauthorized
individual to be removed from the
exhibition. It may also lead to prosecution.
Identity checks will be conducted as a
condition of entry.

• Any person found to be registering 
to attend DSEi using false information 
or credentials or deliberately with-
holding information will have their
application automatically denied and 
liable to prosecution. 

DSEi Admissions Policy

DSEi is open to Official Defence Delegations, Exhibitors’ Guests, DSEi Guests, Ministry of
Defence visitors (UK and overseas), Media and trade visitors. If you are wishing to attend the
exhibition or are invited to attend, you are expected to apply via the online registration system. 

Please note that media must apply online to comply with the accreditation process, which
includes providing photographs for badges.

During the exhibition show days (8 – 11 September 2009) there will be a limited onsite
registration facility. Expect delays. An additional charge will be levied.

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• All persons attending the exhibition should
carry and produce on request a supporting
personal photographic identity document -
passport, photo-ID driving license, national
identity or similar.

• All stand personnel, visitors, guests, stand
contractors and service providers should
pre-register. Their names will be subject to
a security clearance process.

• Without prejudice, The Organisers reserve
the right to exclude any person(s).

• All persons attending the exhibition must
wear business or service dress.

• No person under the age of 18 years,
including children of exhibitors, will be
admitted during the tenancy period.

• Anyone attending DSEi must not take part
in any canvassing, leafleting,
demonstrations, objectionable behavior or
any activity which may disrupt DSEi.
